We Don’t Need No More Computers

The MTG plans to put one computer into each classroom. For me the question arises whether other things like new boards, curtains and clean walls aren’t at least as important or even more urgent than more computers. In general one might wonder whether the importance of computers in school is often overestimated.
A) 6 complete lack of structure, no topic sentence/unifying idea, different aspects in one paragraph Computers help you e.g. to find interesting data on the Internet. In addition the Internet and all its resources make writing papers much easier. On the other hand a lot of kids spend far too much time in front of their com​puters playing computer games.

B) 5 good topic sentence but then completely new aspect A lot of experts claim that constant access to the Internet would im​prove lessons. However students don’t talk to each other any more when they stare at their computer screen all the time. They become isolated and lonely. 
C) 3 wrong order: topic sentence first then examples For example in a grammar program you can make a lot of mistakes and the program will always remain friendly and correct you. In a math program you can go back to the beginning of a lesson to study a certain topic again. So software has a lot of advantages over human teachers. 

D) 4 topic sentence + 2nd sentence don’t fit to rest of paragraph Good programs have a lot of advantages over human teachers. For exam​ple they always display endless patience. On the other hand they can react to mistakes only in a very mechanical way. Only a human teacher can respond individually to a student’s mistake. 
E) 1 model paragraph Good programs have a lot of advantages over human teachers. Current statistics, colourful diagrams and animations motivate students more than tedious textbooks. Moreover good learning programs can adapt to the individual strengths and weaknesses of the student and display endless patience. Weaker students can do an exercise as often as they want without being afraid that a teacher criticizes or humiliates them in front of all their classmates. 
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
