Imagine you get the following text: 

“It is impossible that old prejudices and hostilities (Feindschaften) should longer exist, while such an instrument has been created for the exchange of thought between all the nations of the earth.” Thus Vic​torian enthusiasts (Anhänger), acclaiming (feiern) the arrival in 1858 of the first transatlantic telegraph cable. People say that sort of thing about new technologies, even today. The wildest optimism has greeted the Inter​net.
