Criteria for Oral Grades

General: 
· Speak English also before and after the actual lesson, also with your partner during pair work.
· Raise your hand when you want to say something. 
· Active participation necessary for (very) good grades/points.
· At least a third of the model answer for grade 5 and at least half for grade 4.
· Loss of points for repeated lack of attention and/or chatting.
Content: 
· Quality.
· Quantity (not just “bits and pieces”,  appropriate length but no waffling).
Language: 
· Appropriate loudness.
· Correct pronunciation and intonation.
· Appropriate clarity and fluency. 

· Appropriate vocabulary, register and grammar.
· Do NOT be afraid of (grammatical) mistakes!
Communicative Competence:

· AVOID SILENCE when I ask you something.
· Ability and willingness to paraphrase, elaborate, explain and illustrate.
· Link your contributions to what has been said before.
· Courage to begin a discussion/an interpretation.
