Reading Comprehension
1. Quote only the DECISIVE (entscheidend) words. 


2. In English BOTH quotations marks are ON TOP.
NOT „It was a nice day“
Correct: “It was a nice day”


3. Line numbers in round brackets come AFTER the quote. Use either only numbers or l. / ll. Keep to ONE system.
NOT  (line 3) “It was a nice day” 
Correct: “It was a nice day” (3) / (l. 3)
Correct: “After three hours of hiking they sat down” (3-4) / (ll. 3-4)


4. Shorten quote with ellipsis marks [...] (= three dots within square brackets). Quote only the first and last TWO words.
NOT “After three hours of hiking they sat down, ate and drank something and had a lot of fun.” (3-4)
Correct: “After three [...] of fun.” (3-4)


5. Do NOT insert (einfügen) ellipsis marks at the beginning and end of quotes:
NOT “[…] It was a nice day […]” (3)
Correct: “It was a nice day” (3)


6. Your answer should look like this:
1. wrong “It was a nice day” (3)
2. right “After three [...] of fun.” (3-4)
3. ...
